Missions Teams Dormitory

Peacemakers International has been hosting “missions teams” for years, groups who 
are interested in taking a missions trip to the city of  Detroit!  These times have been 
extremely rewarding for all parties involved!  They are able to experience Detroit 
hands on, and help the cause using their unique talents.  We in return are 
tremendously blessed with meeting new family, and enjoying the fruit of  the teams 
labor!
We want to be better prepared to make these experiences a good one for these 
teams.  We are now pursuing a plan to build a dormitory on the 3rd floor of  our 
main building.  The original plan which was drawn up included beds, bathrooms, 
etc for up to 35 people.
It was recently brought to our attention that facilities for 35 people is not large 
enough.  We now go back to the drawing board to include the other sections of  the 
floor not previously built into the plan.
Thanks to the donation of  an architect in Pontiac, we will soon have a map in hand 
to follow!  

The need will be for materials and skilled labor. Est. materials cost $10,000.00.

We are now receiving emails from ministries throughout the nation who desire to 
take a missions trip to Detroit in 2015!  It is time for us to get ready.

ADDENDUM F

Acquiring Lots

Through our consistent presence over the last 20 years, Peacemakers International 
has demonstrated its commitment to the Chene Community.   There are 9 specific 
city blocks which surround our headquarters.  We believe that the body of  Christ is 
to take possession of  this land.

The Prince of  Peace Worship Center will be erected on 6 of  these blocks, and it will 
be a place of  24/7 Praise and Worship to God!  We believe that God has chosen the 
land for this purpose.  It will be a place where many nations, races, tribes and 
tongues will gather and worship before the Throne!

The remainder of  the land is earmarked for housing, garages, gardens, parking lots, 
etc.  We invite you to join us in this exciting venture of  Community Transformation!

A good starting place would be to purchase 12 specific marked lots on Frederick 
street that are adjacent to various P.I. Properties.  This would open a gateway to 
extend our outreach grounds and develop other basic needed structures.  Of  the 12 
lots, 8 are city owned, and 4 are private owned.  

We are looking for people who would like to collaborate with us on formulating 
bids to the City, and in the meantime we are sending correspondence to the private 
owners to hear their thoughts.  

Concerning the entire 9 blocks, the city owns 57% of  it, with the rest held by private 
individuals.

We are looking for team players who would like to be part of  bringing the entirety 
of  the land into the Kingdom.  It has been preserved for such a time as this!
